Communications

Proclamation – Child Abuse Prevention Month

The following Proclamation was read in full by the City Clerk.  Councilman McGuigan thanked the Mayor for bringing this forward.

Proclamation


WHEREAS, the maltreatment, abuse and neglect of children is a significant social problem that damages children physically, mentally and emotionally and inflicts immeasurable harm on society as a whole and all children deserve to be nurtured, protected and free from physical or emotional harm; and


WHEREAS, Governor Christie has proclaimed April 2013 as Child Abuse Prevention and Awareness Month; and


WHEREAS, the City of Somers Point agrees with the State of New Jersey and the Department of Children and Families that strong, healthy families are the best place to raise children; and


WHEREAS,  the City of Somers Point supports that the State of New Jersey is committed to building a continuum of community-based child abuse prevention and intervention programs that are culturally competent, strength-based and family-centered and that achieve positive outcomes for parenting and family relationships as well as the empowerment of domestic violence victims and their children; and


NOW, THEREFORE, I, John L. Glasser, Jr., Mayor of the City of Somers Point, on behalf of the City of Somers Point, do hereby join all sectors of the community, including law enforcement, medical professionals, schools, courts and media outlets, as well as numerous public and private agencies, to promote public awareness and community involvement in strengthening families during the month of April, and proclaim April 2013 as:

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Report – Richard Somers Memorial

Sally Hastings, President of the Somers Point Historical Society, along with Walter Gregory came forward.  Walter Gregory read the following report into the record:

Richard Somers Monument Project

A major addition to Somers Point’s Heritage Tourism District

On October 22, 2009 the Somers Point City Council unanimously approved a resolution of support for the creation of a statue honoring Master Commandant Richard Somers.  With that backing, the Somers Point Historical Society formed a committee to pursue this endeavor and raised the necessary funds to erect it.

This monument will honor the memories of both Somers and the other heroes of his crew who have lost their lives on September 4, 1804, fighting for freedom during the Barbary War.  It will also give honor to the U.S. Ship, The Intrepid, on which they sacrificed so much.

We propose that this monument be placed on the plot of land next to the Somers Point Branch of the Atlantic County Library, the site of the town’s original veterans’ park.  This location, along Shore Road, is within sight of the bike path and in a line with the Somers Mansion, the Atlantic Heritage Center, and the Somers Point Historical Museum.  Together with these established areas, the monument site will be another important contribution to the promotion of Heritage Tourism in our town as a historical landmark and an icon of Somers Point.

Richard Somers is considered this town’s first veteran who died in combat for his country.  The new Somers Monument will remind and educate our local citizens and students on the long and honored history that Somers Point and Atlantic County have bestowed upon our country.

The monument consists of three separate parts described here:

1)  BRONZE BUST OF RICHARD SOMERS (3 feet high)

Our sister city of Somers, NY has had a bronze bust of Richard Somers at the entrance of their Richard Somers Park since 1994.  The Sculptor, Luigi Badia, has cast a second matching bust with the blessings of our sister city.  Mr. Badia generously donated the mold with us paying the cost for manufacturing the bust.  Because of the rising costs of bronze the creation of the bust was our first expenditure.  The bust is being held in storage until the base and column are completed.

2)  GRANITE STONE COLUMN (4 feet high)

With the help of Mr. Bob Zale, New Jersey Marble & Granite Works was contacted and supplied a proposal to produce the etched granite stone column that will serve as the base for the bust.  Using laser technology an image of The Intrepid will be placed on the front, with the names of the fallen sailors on the back.  The horizontal stone base and granite column, the poured concrete foundation, as well as the positioning and securing of the bust are all included in the company’s proposal.  This column has been ordered.

3)  SITE PREPARATION AND LANDSCAPING

We propose that the Monument be placed at the end of a 32 foot path in the center of a rectangular pad.  It will be centered in the library’s lawn space and easily seen by passing Shore Road traffic.  This area is part of City property and therefore properly maintained.  It will be lit for night security.

Thanks to hard work of the Somers Point Historical Society and major financial contributions by Shore Medical Center, Atlantic City Electric, SPBA, Sykora Foundation and many others, we have raised enough funds to construct the monument.  We expect to reach our fundraising goal by fall 2013.  In the meantime the Somers Point Business Association has guaranteed to supply any missing funds.  As you can see, this monument has been a huge financial and laborious undertaking.  Your support and assistance would help a great deal in our ability to present this

monument to the City on our proposed dedication date of October 19, 2013.

Council discussed the above at length with everyone being in favor of helping with this project.  The Historical Society presented that they need help with removal of sidewalks and the base of the old monument; new sidewalks and viewing pad; installation of flag pole (flag pole is being donated by the AMVets);  and supply and install electrical lights.  They also stated that they would like to have the park named the “Richard Somers Memorial Park” and have a parade as part of the dedication.  It was noted that they expect 500-1000 people here for the dedication.  After discussion, Council agreed to look into the pricing for the above and check with Public Works regarding the scheduling of the work and with the Administrator with regard to our budget.  Councilman Smith felt that for something this nice, they should look into irrigation as well.  They also noted that they would have to incorporate this into the lease with the County with regard to the library.

Free Rabies Clinic

The City Clerk announced that the City’s free rabies clinic will be held on April 20th from 10:00 am – 12:00 noon at the City Garage on Center Street for dogs and cats.  The City Clerk’s Office would be open on that date as well to issue licenses.  
Mayor’s Report
Mayor Glasser reported that he has contacted the Commissioner of the Department of Transportation with regard to the fact that they have not answered the City regarding the proposed weight limitations for Laurel Drive.  
Administrator’s Report
Administrator Swain reported that we will be receiving bids for a new trash truck and a new knuckleboom grapple truck at the end of the month.  He also stated that there is confusion with regard to the FEMA flood maps and has heard that there will be new flood maps coming out.  
Committee Reports

Councilman Dill reported that he has been told that they are 99% sure that the pier will be completed prior to Bayfest as they are way ahead of schedule.  Also, JFK Park should also be completed by Memorial Day and the boat ramp area is completed now.  He thanked our Engineer for their efforts, as well as the efforts of the contractor.  
Administrator Swain also reported that we will be going out to bid for the 2013 paving program which also includes two alternatives, Crestview Drive and the paving of Fire Company No. 1 parking lot area in its entirety.  He explained that we are not paying for the paving, but it’s an opportunity to get pricing and the City would be reimbursed.  He explained that we are going in this direction because there is a deed issue making it difficult for them to obtain financing.

Mayor Glasser noted that we should have a ribbon cutting ceremony for the new pier.

Ordinance No. 7 – First Reading

M/S – D’Adamo/Dill

Councilman McGuigan expressed concerns stating that he is leaning towards voting against this, stating that he would think the organizations would stay on top of this.  Councilman Smith stated that he would tend to agree with Councilman McGuigan.  Councilman Dill stated that he was at the Recreation Commission Meeting when this was discussed and they are having some difficulty enforcing it the way it is now.  He suggested having the Chairman of the Recreation Commission come and speak to the Council.  Atty. Franklin suggested an amendment prior to first reading, deleting “A) Section 48-7.2.1 Renewal of Criminal Background Check” and deleting the following paragraph in its entirety:  “In each of the intervening years between criminal background checks, each employee and volunteer shall certify to the Director of CER in writing that there has been no change in circumstances which would result in a disqualification of that employee or volunteer”.  Councilman Tapp made a motion to amend, seconded by Councilman Smith.  Motion carried unanimously and Ordinance No. 7 was approved on first reading, as amended, by a unanimous vote of those present.







ORDINANCE 7 OF 2013 (As Amended)

An Ordinance Supplementing and Amending Sections 7.3 Within Chapter 48 of the Somers Point Municipal Code “Board of Recreation Commissioners” and Repealing All Ordinances Heretofore Adopted, The Provisions of Which Are Inconsistent Herewith.

WHEREAS, in 2012 the Somers Point Board of Recreation Commissioners had requested the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point to adopt an Ordinance granting to the Somers Point Recreation Commission the authority to require mandatory criminal background checks; and 

WHEREAS, after due consideration this Governing Body adopted Ordinance 1 or 2012 which has been incorporated into the Somers Point Municipal Code as Chapter 48 – 7; and

WHEREAS, the Somers Point Board of Recreation Commissioners has now requested the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point to adopt a certain amendment to Chapter 48-7 to eliminate the reimbursement provision since there is no funding mechanism available to provide for such expenditure; and

WHEREAS, these recommendations have been reviewed and are deemed to be fair and reasonable

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, and State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1: Somers Point Municipal Code Chapter 48 – 7 Criminal History Background Checks as follows:

Section 48 – 7.3. Cost of Conducting Criminal Background Check.
Section 48-7.3 shall be deleted in its entirety and shall be amended to read:

The costs of the criminal history record background check are to be borne by the employee or volunteer seeking to participate on behalf of a nonprofit youth organization, program or activity.  

The Somers Point Board of Recreation Commissioners shall prepare and maintain on file a list of all nonprofit youth organizations, programs or activities endorsed, supported or sponsored by the City of Somers Point or the Somers Point Board of Recreation Commissioners and which are within the scope of this Ordinance.  
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Ordinance No. 7 (Continued)

SECTION 2:  All other provisions of Chapter 48 shall remain in full force and effect and shall apply to this amendment upon the effective date of this Ordinance

SECTION 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

SECTION 4:
 Should any section, clause, sentence, phrase or provision or any item in any schedule of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this ordinance

SECTION 5:  This ordinance shall take effect upon its final passage, publication and adoption in the manner prescribed by law.

WHEREAS, on or about September 13, 2012 this Governing Body adopted Resolution No. 163 of 2012 approving a Sewer Service Area Map which had been revised to include sewer service for the western portion of Block 525, Lot 2.01 owned by the City of Somers Point; and

WHEREAS, on or about March 31, 2011 the City Administrator submitted comments to the Atlantic County Department of Planning and Regional Development and to the New Jersey Office of Land Use Planning requesting that the entire parcel of property owned by the City of Somers Point be placed within the Sewer Service Area; and

WHEREAS, on or about July 18, 2012 Mayor Glasser received correspondence from the Atlantic County Department of Regional Planning and Development with accompanying Maps designating the proposed Future Wastewater Service Area as the first phase in the development of a new County-wide Wastewater Management Plan together with a copy of Resolution No. 312 adopted by the Atlantic County Board of Chosen Freeholders authorizing submittal of the proposed Sewer Service Map to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection; and 

WHEREAS,  the revised Sewer Service Area Map attached to the July 18 correspondence was reviewed by the City's professionals  who confirmed that the comments submitted on behalf of the City of Somers Point on or about March 30, 2011 had been addressed and the western portion of Block 525, Lot 2.01 owned by the City of Somers Point had been incorporated into the draft submitted by the County on that date; and

WHEREAS, on January 30, 2013 Mayor Glasser received a second letter from the Atlantic County Department of Regional Planning and Development requesting that this Governing Body prepare and submit by Resolution a Statement of Consent to a proposed Amendment to the Atlantic County Water Quality Management (WQM) Plan in compliance with the requirements of the New Jersey Administrative Code 7:15; and

WHEREAS, an examination of the maps and drawings accompanying the Amendment disclosed that the total number of parcels included within the Sewer Service Area (SSA) Map submitted in support of the Amendment had been reduced by 195 parcels; and

WHEREAS, the City Administrator sought to obtain clarification from Matthew Duffy, GISP, GIS Specialist in the County of Atlantic Department of Regional Planning & Development who provided more detailed mapping data; and

WHEREAS, using that additional information, a review of the revised Sewer Service Area Map by the City's professionals revealed that although the western portion of Block 525, Lot 2.01 owned by the City of Somers Point continued to be included within the Sewer Service Area, two (2) other areas within the City of Somers Pont which are capable of development and which had been included in the Sewer Service Area Maps previously submitted had been unilaterally removed without justification or explanation; and

WHEREAS, those two (2) areas capable of development include:

A) One (1) parcel along Roberts Avenue designated as Lot 1.03 in Block 2027 as shown on the Tax map of the City of Somers Point ; and

B) One (1) parcel along Somers Point Mays Landing Road designated as Lot 1.05 in Block 2021 as shown on the Tax map of the City of Somers Point which had been approved by the Somers Point Planning Board in 2009 for construction of nine (9) townhomes.

Those subject parcels (hereinafter referred to as “Property Suitable for Development”) which had been included in the earlier Sewer Service Area Maps submitted to Somers Point for review and comment are more specifically shown on the mark up attached hereto and incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, upon completion of that review and consideration it has been determined that adoption of the amendment to the Sewer Service Area Map and the Atlantic County Water Quality Management (WQM) Plan as proposed by the Atlantic County Department of Regional Planning and Development and the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection is not in the best interest of the City and its residents for the reason that properties capable of development including parcels approved for construction have been unilaterally removed without justification; and
