WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-197 authorizes a Municipality, by Ordinance, to regulate the parking of vehicles on municipal streets and portions thereof; and

WHEREAS,  at the request of the Board of Recreation Commissioners a survey has been made by the Somers Point City Engineer to determine the need for continued presence of or additions to the No Parking areas along the driveway within Kern Field to establish a safe driving speed, and to properly regulate the flow of traffic within the area of Kern Park in the interest of public safety and for the proper access by Fire and Rescue vehicles; and
WHEREAS,  N.J.S.A. 40:48-2.46, authorizes a Municipality, by Ordinance, to establish Handicapped Parking spaces; and
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Ordinance No. 13 (Continued)

WHEREAS,  at the request of the Board of Recreation Commissioners a survey has been made by the Somers Point City Engineer to determine the need to identify proper placement and number of Handicapped Parking spaces within the Parking Lots of Kern Field in the interest of public safety; and

WHEREAS,  the City Engineer has determined the appropriate locations for such modifications and designation of No Parking areas and Handicapped Parking spaces; and 

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend and supplement Chapter 250 of the Code of the City of Somers Point in order to implement the recommended change in parking regulations

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, and State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1. The Somers Point Municipal Code Chapter 250 Vehicles and Traffic, Article I Section 250-24 Schedule I “No Parking” is hereby amended and supplemented to add the following described streets, parts of streets and parking lots within Kern Field shall be so marked by signs indicating “Handicapped Parking” spaces, in conformance with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways::

Statement of Intent and purpose. 
Whereas, by enactment of the Somers Point Municipal Code the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point has created an Arts Commission (Chapter 2), an Economic Development Advisory Committee (Chapter20),  an Environmental Commission (Chapter 25), a Green Advisory Committee (Chapter 31), and a Board of Recreation Commissioners (Chapter 48); and
Whereas,  within the ordinances creating those entities, with the exception of Chapters 25 and 48, it is specifically stated that the actions and meetings of those entities will be subject to the requirements of the New Jersey Open Public Meetings Act and the New Jersey Open Public Records Act; and
Whereas, it was also specifically stated that the meetings of those entities will be conducted in accordance with the latest version of Robert's Rules of Order; and
Whereas, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point is of the opinion that such requirements are in the public interest and the intent was that those requirements should be equally applied to each of the entities created by Council 

Now, Therefore, it is hereby Ordained by the City Council of the City of Somers Point that 
Section 1.  Amendment to Chapter 25

Section 25-5 “Powers and Duties” of Chapter 25 of the Somers Point City Code is hereby amended as follows:

Section 25-5.1.  Open meetings and records. 
The Somers Point Environmental Commission shall conduct its activities and meetings in accordance with all applicable state law, which shall include, but may not be limited to, the Open Public Meetings Act and the Open Public Records Act.

Section 25.5.2. Form of meetings and deliberations. 
The meetings and deliberations of the Somers Point Environmental Commission shall proceed in accordance with the latest version of Robert's Rules of Order.

Section 2.  Amendment to Chapter 48
Section 48-3 “Powers and Duties” of Chapter 48 of the Somers Point City Code is hereby amended as follows:

Section 48-3.1. Open meetings and records. 
The Somers Point Board of Recreation Commissioners shall conduct its activities and meetings in accordance with all applicable state law, which shall include, but may not be limited to, the Open Public Meetings Act and the Open Public Records Act.
Section 48-3.2. Form of meetings and deliberations. 
The meetings and deliberations of the Board of Recreation Commissioners shall proceed in accordance with the latest version of Robert's Rules of Order.
Section 3.  Repealer Clause
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.  All other provisions of Chapter 25 and Chapter 48 which are not affected by this Article are ratified and confirmed and shall remain in full force and effect. 

Section 4.  Severability

If any portion of this Article is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this article, but shall be confined in its effect to the provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.

Councilman Tapp suggested tabling this ordinance as it was only supposed to be on the agenda tonight for discussion.  Councilman Smith then made a motion to table, seconded by Councilman McGuigan.  Tabling motion carried by a unanimous vote of those present.

Ordinance No. 16 - First Reading
M/S - D’Adamo/Dill
Councilman Tapp asked for some discussion with regard to the $50,000 for the relocating of the hockey court stating that he can’t vote in favor of this as he feels it doesn’t warrant spending this amount of money to move it.  Councilman D’Adamo stated that it sits in the middle of the parking lot which we are about to repave, therefore, it makes sense to move it now.  Councilwoman Kern asked how removing this would effect this year’s budget.  Administrator Swain advised that it would have a minimal effect, that the down payment in this year’s budget is $2500.00.  Councilman McGuigan stated that he doesn’t feel they should be moved to an area that previously failed as tennis courts.  He stated that he would rather leave it where it is and put the money into the paving of streets.  Councilman Dill advised that he attended this month’s Recreation Meeting and they understand the issues - their concern was with the financial difficulties as we are spending money to replace the dasher boards and now we are spending money to move the hockey courts for safety purposes and more parking.  He also pointed out that we may not always be able to use the Fire Company’s parking lot.  He stated that he is not in favor of removing this money from the ordinance and is in favor of moving the hockey courts.  Councilman McGuigan stated that he has always been able to get a parking space down there and also stated that the Fire Company works well with both organizations.  After discussion, Ordinance No. 16 was approved on first reading by a 5-2 vote with Councilman Tapp and Councilman McGuigan voting no.

ORDINANCE NO. 16 of 2014 


BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS IMPROVEMENTS AND ACQUISITIONS IN AND BY THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY APPROPRIATING $1,120,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE $1,064,000 OF BONDS OR NOTES OF THE CITY TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.


The improvements described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are hereby authorized to be undertaken by the City of Somers Point, New Jersey, as general improvements.  For the improvements or purposes described in Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $1,120,000 including the sum of $56,000 as the down payment required by the Local Bond Law.  It is hereby determined and stated that the amount of the down payment is not less than five percent (5%) of the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance and that the amount appropriated as a down payment has been made available prior to final adoption of this bond ordinance by provisions in prior or current budgets of the City for capital improvements and down payments, including also monies received from the United States of America, the State of New Jersey or the County of Atlantic, or agencies thereof, as grants in aid of financing said improvements or purposes.

SECTION 2.

In order to finance the cost of the improvements or purposes not covered by application of the down payment, negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $1,064,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.

SECTION 3.
