Ordinance No. 32 of 2014

An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Sections A266-1, A266-2 A, A226-9, and A266-15.C. of the City Council Bylaws in Chapter A266 of the Municipal Code of the City of Somers changing the time of the Annual Reorganization Meeting, referencing the then current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, and fixing the time and procedure for the presentation of ordinances to the Mayor; and Repealing All Ordinances Heretofore Adopted the Provisions of Which are Inconsistent Herewith.

Statement of Intent and Purpose. 
Whereas, Section A266-2A. of the Somers Point City Council Bylaws as set forth in in the Municipal Code fixes the time of the Annual Reorganization Meeting of Council at 7:30 p.m. during the first week in January of each year; and

Whereas, it is the preference of this Governing Body to fix the time as 7:00 p.m. in order to achieve an earlier start to the meeting; and

Whereas, Section A266-1 of the Somers Point Municipal Code makes reference to the 75th Revised Edition of Robert’s Rules of Order; and

Whereas, from time to time revisions are made to Robert’s Rules of Order and to date there have been only 11 official revisions, the last having been made in 2011; and

Whereas, in order to keep the use of Robert’s Rules of Order current it is the intent of this Governing Body to reference the most current revised edition; and

Whereas, the Best Practices Questionnaire issued by the New Jersey Division of Local Government Services asks whether the municipality requires its elected officials to attend at least one (1) instructional course per year; and

Whereas, during a regularly scheduled public meeting of City Council held on October 23, 2014, the Mayor and members of City Council authorized adding that requirement to the Council Bylaws; and

Whereas, the Bylaws provide that upon passage of each ordinance, the Clerk of the Council shall promptly deliver it to the Mayor. If he/she approves, he/she shall sign and return it to the Clerk. If he/she disapproves, he/she shall return it to the Clerk within five days after its passage, together with a statement of the reasons for disapproval. If he/she does not sign the ordinance within five days from the date of its passage and does not return it with a veto message within said period, the ordinance shall take effect according to its terms, notwithstanding the failure of the Mayor to act; and

Whereas, N.J.S. 40A:61-4.d. requires that every ordinance adopted by the City Council shall, within five (5) days after its passage, Sundays excepted, be presented to the Mayor by the City Clerk whereupon, the mayor shall, within ten (10) days after receiving the ordinance, Sundays excepted, either approve the ordinance by affixing his signature thereto or return it to the council by delivering it to the clerk together with a statement setting forth his objections thereto or any item or part thereof.
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Now, therefore, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, and State of New Jersey:

SECTION 1: Section A266-1 of Chapter A266 of the Somers Point Municipal Code is hereby amended as set forth below:

Section A266-1 Governing rules. 
Except as may be provided in the Charter, questions of order, methods of organization, and the conduct of business of the Council shall be governed by the most current edition of Robert's Rules of Order in effect, as same may from time to time be revised, in all cases to which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the rules of procedure hereinafter set forth in this Chapter.  *

Section 2.  Section A266-2A. of Chapter A266 of the Somers Point Municipal Code is hereby amended as set forth below:

Section A266-2 Meetings. 

A.

The Council shall meet annually for organization at 7:00 p.m. on a weeknight evening during the first week in January, to be determined by resolution of the City Council, in the Council Chambers, at which time it shall select one of its members to serve as President and one President Pro Tempore for the year. Election shall be by majority vote of the whole members of the Council. The President shall preside over all meetings of the Council and perform such other duties as the Council or the general law may prescribe. Newly elected members may take and subscribe the oath of office at or before the annual organization meeting of the Council. Upon so qualifying, a member shall be entitled to take his/her seat and assume the duties of the office.

Section 3.  Section A266-9. of Chapter A266 of the Somers Point Municipal Code is hereby supplemented and amended as set forth below:
Section A266-9 Conduct of Members. 
E.  On an annual basis the Mayor and all members of the City Council shall attend at least one instructional course of their individual choosing covering the responsibilities and obligations of elected officials in such subjects as ethics, municipal finance, labor relations, risk management, shared services, purchasing, technology, and so forth.
Section 4.  Section A266-15 C. of Chapter A266 of the Somers Point Municipal Code is hereby amended as set forth below:
Section A266-15 Ordinances. 
C. Every ordinance adopted by the City Council shall, within five (5) days after its passage, Sundays excepted, be presented to the Mayor by the City Clerk. The Mayor shall, within ten (10) days after receiving the ordinance, Sundays excepted, either approve the ordinance by affixing his signature thereto or return it to the Council by delivering it to the Clerk together with a statement setting forth his objections thereto or any item or part thereof.

Section 5. Repealer Clause
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.  

Section 6.  Savings Clause

All other provisions of Chapter A266 which are not affected by this Amendment are ratified and confirmed and shall remain in full force and effect. 

Section 7.  Severability

If any portion of this Article is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this article, but shall be confined in its effect to the provision directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered.
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Section 8.  Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with New Jersey law.

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 183 of 2014 the City Council of the City of Somers Point (the “City Council”)submitted to the Planning Board of the City of Somers Point (the “Planning Board”)its resolution requesting the Planning Board to determine whether the entire area of the City may be declared to be an area in need of rehabilitation; and
WHEREAS, in compliance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-14 a copy of the draft resolution proposed to be adopted by City Council was referred to the Planning Board for review and comment; and 

WHEREAS, at  its meeting  held on November 12, 2014 the  Planning  Board reviewed the proposed resolution and the issues presented by same; and

WHEREAS, at that same meeting the Planning Board received a Report from and a presentation by James M. Rutala  PP, AICP, MBA of Rutala Associates, LLC and opened the meeting to receive input from the public; and
WHEREAS, after giving due consideration to the Report presented by James M. Rutala and the comments received from the public, by Resolution  adopted  by  the  Planning  Board  on November 12, 2014 the Planning Board did recommend to the City Council that the entire area of the City be determined to be an area in need of rehabilitation pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A: 12A-14 based on the Planning Board's finding that a majority of the water and sewer infrastructure in the City is at least 50 years old and is in need of repair or substantial maintenance, and that a program of rehabilitation may be expected to prevent further deterioration and promote  the overall development of the community; and
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Somers Point has received and reviewed the Report prepared by James M. Rutala and concurs with the findings of the Planning Board that that a majority of the water and sewer infrastructure in the City  is at least fifty (50) years old and is in need of repair or substantial maintenance, and that a program of rehabilitation may be expected to prevent further deterioration and promote the overall development of the community and, therefore, concurs with the recommendation  of the Planning Board of the City of Somers Point that the entire area of the City be determined to be an area in need of rehabilitation pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:l2A-14; and

WHEREAS, a copy of the Report of James M. Rutala is attached hereto as Exhibit A and a copy of the Planning Board Resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit B; and
WHEREAS, the property owners in the municipality will have the opportunity to benefit from a determination that the entire municipality is determined to be an area in need of rehabilitation under N.J.S.A. 40A: 12A-14; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the authority granted to the City Council under N.J.S.A. 40A:21-1, et seq. (the “Local Redevelopment and Housing Law”), a municipality having within its corporate limits an area or areas in need of rehabilitation may, by ordinance, provide for the exemption and/or abatement of real property taxes, to encourage and provide incentives for the construction and rehabilitation of multiple dwellings, mixed use structures and industrial and commercial structures, or any of them; and 
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WHEREAS, the City Council believes that the tax abatement benefits available to property owners under N.J.S.A. 40A:21-1 et seq. should, under certain criteria to be established by Ordinance, be available to owners of single family, multi - family dwellings, mixed use structures and industrial and commercial structures for improvements as defined in the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law and be available to owners of certain property for new construction as shall be determined by Ordinance and as defined in the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law


NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Somers Point, New Jersey, that:
1.  The City Council hereby determines that a majority of the water and sewer infrastructure in the City is at least 50 years old, and that a program of rehabilitation may be expected to prevent further deterioration and promote the overall development of the community;

2.  The entire area of the City of Somers Point is determined to be an area in need of rehabilitation pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40A:l2A-14.; 
3.  Pursuant to the authority granted to the City Council under N.J.S.A. 40A:21-1, et seq., a municipality having within its corporate limits an area or areas in need of rehabilitation may, by ordinance, provide for the exemption and/or abatement of real property taxes, to encourage and provide incentives for the construction and rehabilitation of multiple dwellings, mixed use structures and industrial and commercial structures, or any of them; and 

4.  The City Solicitor and the City’s Professionals are authorized and directed to prepare an Ordinance for Council to consider which will establish the criteria for eligibility as well as the period of time for which the Program of Tax Abatements shall be available consistent with the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law.

RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE IMPORTANCE TO RECOGNIZE THE

STRENGTH OF LOCAL PENSION FUNDING IN REGARDS TO 

RECOMMENDATIONS FROM GOVERNOR CHRISTIE’S PENSION &

HEALTH BENEFIT STUDY COMMISISON



WHEREAS, State actuaries confirm by the latest Valuation Report the pension and benefit reform enacted in 2010 and 2011, coupled with the consistent pension payments made by employees and local governing bodies, have resulted in the savings; and


WHEREAS, the fiscal health of “Other Than State” public pension systems, report a distinction between local commitments, and the commitments which are a State government’s responsibility; and


WHEREAS, according to the latest Valuation Reports, local government Public Employees Retirement System (local PERS) and local Police and Fire Retirement System (local PFRS), are more sound, due to the fact municipalities and counties have funded full employer contributions as required for over a decade, with local PERS currently funded (comparing assets to liabilities) at 73.9% and local PFRS is currently funded at 76.9%, according to the experts; and



WHEREAS, the State PERS, on the other hand is currently funded at 48.1% and State PFRS is, at 50.8% and both will go lower for lack of payment; and
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WHEREAS, the Officers of the League of Municipalities have submitted a statement to Governor Christie’s Pension and Health Benefit Study Commission, urging that the Final Report and Recommendations of that Study Commission not weaken the vitality of the local pension plans;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, as follows:

1.  State policy-makers are hereby urged to recognize that the deficit issues are State Funding problems, and reject any recommendations that would threaten municipal budgets and property taxpayers.

2. The State’s budget problems are recognized, but the State burdens should not be shifted to our local property taxpayers.

3. The Pension and Health Benefits commission must also address State Mandated requirements which drive up the cost of funding health benefits insurance by property taxpayers.

4. A certified copy of this Resolution is to be forwarded to Governor Chris Christie, State Treasurer Andrew Sidamon-Eristoff, our State Senate and Assembly Representatives and to the New Jersey League of Municipalities.

Whereas, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection provides funding through the Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Grant Program; and  


Whereas, Applicants of the Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Grant Program must be counties and municipalities in one of the nine most affected counties by Superstorm Sandy; and


Whereas, the Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Grant Program is a competitive grant program and only projects considered ready for construction will be selected; and 


Whereas, the proposed project area must present a high vulnerability or risk to storm surge or flooding, as developed by a science-based analysis; and


Whereas, $50 million has been allocated to fund this grant programn and grant awards will be based on the size and complexity of the projects; and


Whereas, the City of Somers Point is willing to fund, at a minimum, the design of the construction ready project and the HUD required Environmental Revenue should the project be selected for funding; and


Whereas, said grant will help fund a priority project in the City of Somers Point. 


Now Therefore, be it resolved that City Council of the City of Somers Point authorizes the application for funding through the Flood Hazard Risk Reduction and Resiliency Grant Program; and


Be it further resolved that City Council of the City of Somers Point authorizes the execution of a grant agreement and associated documents for the Hurricane Sandy Coastal Competitive Grant Program.

Resolution No. 190

M/S - Tapp/Triboletti

Councilman Tapp asked Engineer Schneider if the new court is contingent upon the asphalt being laid and was told that it was as the asphalt can’t be laid until the hockey courts are demolished - this is being done by volunteers.  Councilman Tapp asked what happens if they aren’t demolished in a timely manner.  Engineer Schneider stated that if they can’t pave by the end of December, they would probably not be able to pave until the spring.  He explained that it is very temperature dependent and there is a chance that they may have to go one season with only one hockey court.  Councilman Dill stated that the paving and the demo must be done before the dasher boards.  Eric Meyers, Recreation Commission member, came forward and advised that he will be demolishing the hockey court and is ready to move and could have it down in 2-3 days maximum.  Russ Babb came forward and spoke to the impact of having only one court.  Councilman McGuigan spoke regarding this issue stating that the governing body
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approved a capital plan which included replacing the dasher boards at both courts and he is in favor of this.  However, unfortunately, he is not in favor of the relocation and feels it is not money well spent.  He made a motion to table Resolution No. 190, seconded by Councilman Tapp.  Motion failed by a 4-2 vote with Councilmen McGuigan and Tapp voting in favor.  Councilman Dill thanked everyone for coming out tonight showing that they care about their community and recreation facilities.  He added that this is one of the facelifts that this city needs to make the town more attractive and will be voting in favor of it.  Councilman D’Adamo also thanked everyone for coming out and stated that he will be supporting this project.  Resolution No. 190 was then adopted by a 4-2 vote with Councilmen McGuigan and Tapp voting no.

WHEREAS, the City of Somers Point, Atlantic County, New Jersey (the "City") has entered into continuing disclosure agreement(s) in connection with certain of  its prior bond and/or note issuance(s) (the "Prior Issuances"), agreeing to file certain financial information and operating data and/or certain enumerated event notices with the former nationally recognized municipal securities information repositories or the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (the "MSRB") pursuant to the provisions of Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the "Rule"); and

WHEREAS, the City has made certain representations regarding its continuing disclosures in bond and note offering documents in connection with its Prior Issuances; and

WHEREAS, in response to widespread concerns that many municipal issuers have not been complying with their obligations to file continuing disclosure documents under the Rule, and furthermore have made false representations concerning compliance in bond and note offering documents, the Division of Enforcement (the "Division") of the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (the "Commission") has set forth its Municipalities Continuing Disclosure Cooperation Initiative (the "MCDC  Initiative"), attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, whereby the Commission will recommend favorable settlement terms to municipal issuers involved in the offer or sale of municipal securities, as well as underwriters of such offerings, if they self-report to the Division possible violations involving materially inaccurate statements in bond and note offering documents relating to prior compliance with continuing disclosure obligations pursuant to the Rule; and

WHEREAS, pursuant the Local Finance Notice 2014-9, dated July 23, 2014, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “B”, the Director of the Local Finance Board, Division of Local Government Services of the Department of Community Affairs of the State of  New Jersey, has recommended the undertaking of a Review (as  hereinafter  defined)  by  all  municipal  issuers  and  participation in the MCDC Initiative, where appropriate, as determined by the facts of each Review (the "LFB Recommendation").
NOW, THEREFORE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE LFB RECOMMENDATION, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOMERS POINT, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, as follows:

Section 3.  The Chief Financial Officer of the City is hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents and instruments, including the Municipalities Continuing Disclosure Cooperation Initiative Questionnaire for Self-Reporting Entities contained in the MCDC Initiative (the "Questionnaire"), and to do and cause to be done any and all acts and things necessary or proper for participating in the MCDC Initiative and all related transactions, including the Review, contemplated by this resolution.

Section 4.  All resolutions or proceedings, or parts thereof, in conflict with the provisions of this resolution are to the extent of such conflict hereby repealed.

Section 5.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
