City Councilman Dill congratulated the players and coaches as well as the parents who supported them.  It is such an accomplishment of the three communities to win the baseball championship against long ends.  He congratulated them for their sacrifice and for how they represented our town.  City Councilman McGuigan concurred and added that many of the players have reached the pinnacle by winning the championship.  He commended them on their excellence and how they represented and energized the community.  Mayor Glasser stated that the town is exceptionally proud of everyone involved in the Mainland High School Baseball Championship.  City Council President Kern extended her congratulations to the team and your families and thanked them for representing Somers Point extremely well.  Mayor Glasser proudly presented the members of the team with a resolution of congratulations.

Special Presentation
Police Chief Boyd reported that he has initiated a policy for Somers Point regarding the use of Narcan, which is a drug that can reverse an opioid overdose and save lives.  Shore Medical Center has agreed to provide training for the EMT’s and to purchase and store the Narcan.  The Shore Medical Center is also providing funds to enlist a physician who will write the prescription for the Narcan.  Chief Boyd explained that the police always respond to every ambulance call and the police and ambulance respond almost simultaneously.  Council President Kern indicated that our town is fortunate to have Shore Medical Center to administer this life saving program.
City Councilman McGuigan stated that the City is very fortunate that Shore Medical Center is taking a proactive approach.  Chief Boyd explained that a very small percentage of individuals become violent after receiving Narcan; therefore, the police will escort the ambulance to the hospital to ensure everyone’s safety.  The Governing Body thanked Chief Boyd for his efforts and presentation.

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Sandy Disaster Relief Grants for Historic Properties is to provide technical assistance and repairs to historic and archaeological resources that were impacted by Superstorm Sandy, and only storm-related damage is eligible for grant assistance; and 

WHEREAS, to qualify for the grants, a property must be listed or determined to be eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places, which includes individually listed properties as well as those contributing to a historic district; and

WHEREAS, the Gateway Theater is located within the Bay Front Historic District and is considered to be a contributing property and, as such, this property qualifies for this Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, the Gateway Theater sustained devastating damage as a direct consequence of Superstorm Sandy; and

WHEREAS, all repairs must be completed consistent with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent that all such repairs will be completed consistent with such Standards including, but not limited to, the enhanced Americans with Disabilities Act access compliance; and 

WHEREAS, the Sandy Disaster Relief Grants for Historic Properties will be awarded based on funding availability, scoring criteria and a review by program staff and an evaluation committee, with a maximum award of up to $500,000; and 

WHEREAS, no local match is required for these grant funds; and

WHEREAS, the City of Somers Point strives to save tax dollars by improving working and living environments and the preservation, restoration and protection of properties such as Gateway Theater which is a vital property contributing to the Historic District; and 

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Somers Point has determined that it is in the best interest of the City, its residents and the preservation of this cultural facility to apply for the aforementioned Grant

“(5) Any matter involving the purchase lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.” 
The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is:
The need to acquire a parcel of private property for public use utilizing municipal and /or Green Acres or other Grant Funding without necessity of exercising eminent domain; or the necessity to exercise the power of eminent domain if the City is otherwise unable to acquire the necessary property.
WHEREAS, the length of the Executive Session is estimated to be approximately 30 minutes after which the public meeting of the City Council shall reconvene;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of Somers Point will go into Executive Session for only the above stated reason;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council directs the City Clerk to make ten (10) photocopies of this resolution immediately after it passes and to distribute those photocopies to the public in attendance prior to the Executive Session commencing.

WHEREAS, N.J.S. 40:55D-15 (a) and (b) require that notice of a hearing on a land use ordinance or capital improvement program and notice of action on a capital improvement or official map be delivered by certified mail to an adjoining municipality, or to a county; and

WHEREAS, this is a costly process and often requires considerable use of paper; and 

WHEREAS, Assemblyman Craig J. Coughlin has introduced Assembly Bill A-3390 which, if enacted, would allow for service of a notice of hearing on a land use ordinance or capital improvement program and notice of action on a capital improvement or official map to an adjoining municipality, or to a county, by electronic mail, with a confirmed receipt that the email was delivered.; and  

WHEREAS, such a process is a proper use of technology and is commonly used to transmit information for other purposes; and

WHEREAS, use of electronic mail will save taxpayer money and will be more environmentally responsible; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of the City of Somers Point in Atlantic County, urge the adoption of and signing into law of A-3390; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Clerk shall send a copy of this Resolution to our two Representatives in the General Assembly, to the five (5) members of the Assembly State and Local Government Committee to which the bill has been referred,  and to the New Jersey League of Municipalities.

WHEREAS Such resolution of certification shall be adopted by the Governing Body no later than forty-five days after the receipt of the annual audit, as per the regulations of the Local Finance Board; and

URGING CONGRESS TO ENACT VETERANS' AFFAIRS LEGISLATION PROPOSED THROUGH A SENATE BIPARTISAN ACCORD

Sponsored by: Mayor and Council

WHEREAS, on June 12, 2014 the House Committee on Veterans' Affairs is conducting an examination of bureaucratic  barriers to care for Veterans; and

            WHEREAS,  on June 5, 2014 the United States Senators reached a bipartisan accord to overhaul the Department of Veterans' Affairs through proposed legislation which, if enacted into law, will authorize the Veterans' Affairs Department ("Department" or "VA") to:

1)  Lease or construct 26 new health care facilities;

2) Increase funding in order to hire the necessary doctors, nurses and other staff necessary to adequately staff such facilities;

3) Revise the standard for the firing authority of the Department;  

4) Establish a program which will authorize veterans who do not live within forty miles of a VA hospital or who are unable to travel to such a facility, to receive proper medical treatment at doctors' offices, hospitals and other health care facilities which are within that radius

Now, therefore, the Mayor and Council of the City of Somers Point, County of Atlantic, State of New Jersey hereby  RESOLVE that we urge Congress to act swiftly to address the systemic issues plaguing the VA which were identified in the VA Audit released on June 9, 2014 by implementing the legislation contained in the bipartisan accord which is so desperately needed by those who valiantly and courageously served this Country, sacrificing their minds and bodies, for which a grateful Nation must now provide proper care without permitting undue delays, imposing bureaucratic hurdles, or making necessary treatment inconvenient or impossible to obtain when needed.
It is further RESOLVED that the City Clerk is requested to send a copy of this Resolution to our State Senators Cory Booker and Robert Menendez, to Congressman Frank LoBiondo and to the New Jersey State League of Municipalities.
